Wyoming's bioscience industry employed 1,073 in 2021 across 238 state business establishments. The industry has
experienced an employment decline in the state since 2018. Wyoming has a specialized employment concentration
in the agricultural feedstock and industrial biosciences subsector with a location quotient of 2.97. The state has seen
steady levels of NIH funding awarded to Wyoming institutions which totaled $12.8 million in 2021.
